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CORTLAND COUNTY TRIVIA
FROM THE CORTLAND COUNTY
HISTORICAL SOCIETY

IN THE LAST 1SSUE OF the CAT, we asked if you knew what was
renowned about early Homer and Cortland settler Adin
Webb.

Adin Webb was born in Connecticut in 1780. He taught
school in his home state at just 16 years old, but after a few
years, he moved to first Cazenovia and then Homer. He
taught at the little school on the green in Homer for several
years and then at the new Cortland Academy (established in
1819). He conducted a choir at the Congregational Church in
Homer which was accompanied by bass viol. Webb conducted
singing schools in addition to his work with the church choir.
Adin Webb’s three daughters Olive, Emily, and Ursula also
had lovely singing voices, and there is a story told about how
there was a large outdoor church service which was held in
the woods to accommodate a large crowd. Adin and his three
girls sang while leaning against trees. Can’t you just envision
a gorgeous blue sky with lush green trees and ferns? The sun
filters through the trees and the citizens enjoy the wonder of
nature and the beauty of song.

Eventually, Webb moved to Cortland Village in 1823. Here
he became a merchant with partner Eleazor W. Edgcomb,
and they conducted their business out of the corner store
of the Eagle Tavern. While in Cortland, Webb joined the
Presbyterian Church where he continued to conduct choir.
Adin Webb was a public servant for most of his life, too. He
held various positions over the years, including town clerk,
surrogate, and sheriff.

Though Webb lived a life full of business and public service, he
is remembered for bringing fellowship and spiritual comfort
through music in the early days of Homer and Cortland.

Wassail is a mulled beverage traditionally served on the 12%
Night after Christmas. Itis an age-old Anglo-Saxon tradition
and it is likely the Wickwires would have celebrated this
tradition of their ancestors.

Wassail includes the drinking of a spiced cider (usually with
brady), singing carols, and the blessing of fruit and nut trees
to encourage a good harvest into the next year. A piece of
toast would be put into the Wassail bowl and this is where the
‘toast’ came from when we click our glasses together.

In more modern times Wassail would be served to carolers
who went door to door to celebrate the holiday’s traditions.

In the 1890 House Museum tradition; we will be serving
Wassail and cookies. The House will be open with no
admission fee.
