CORTLAND COUNTY HISTORICAL 
SOCIETY TRIVIA

DID YOU KNOW?

Do you remember Burgess Clothing? This family-
owned business was a mainstay of Cortland 

County for nearly 100 years. It was founded as a 
partnership between cousins Archie Samson Burgess 
and Dell Henry Bingham in 1884. Originally, their 
store was called Burgess and Bingham. In 1893, Archie 
bought out Dell’s shares and the store simply became 
Burgess Clothing. By that time, it was located at the 
busy corner of Main Street and Railroad Street (now 
Central Avenue), and it would remain in that location 
until the 1970s.

Competition amongst clothing stores in turn of the 
century Cortland was fierce, and Burgess did not 
sell anything particularly different from other men’s 
clothing stores, so it was essential to distinguish their 
store from competitors. They did this by developing 
four keys to success. First, they sold several low-
ticket items at cost, making their store extremely 
attractive to bargain shoppers. Second, they were 
open six days a week from 7am to 10pm, so they were 
readily available to make a sale. Next, they developed 
their iconic advertising method of placing wooden 
Burgess Clothing signs on barns, trees, and wooden 
fences in Cortland County and the adjoining counties. 
You couldn’t go anywhere without spotting a sign! 
Original signs are highly sought after by collectors of 
local historic items today. The fourth key to success for 

Burgess Clothing was to put together annual displays 
at all the county fairs in their trading area. It was the 
perfect marketing ploy to highlight new merchandise to 
thousands of people who would then be encouraged to 
shop at Burgess!

At one time, Burgess Clothing had branch stores in 
Marathon, Norwich, Moravia, and Homer. In November 
of 1971, they opened a store at the Cortlandville Mall as 
a second Cortland location. The mall store offered men 
and boy’s clothing, luggage, and men’s gift items while 
the Main Street location continued to carry Boy Scout 
clothing, hunting equipment, shoes, and work clothes, 
along with other inventory. By 1977, Burgess closed 
their Main Street store, and in 1981, they decided it was 
time to close the business altogether. The decision to 
close was due to several reasons, one of which was that 
there were no family members who wished to continue 
the business. Burgess Clothing remains a legend in 
Cortland County’s history!
