CREATURE FEATURE
LATE SUMMER SOUNDTRACK

Taking their cues from the shortening daylight, most 
songbirds have ceased singing. The quiet of late summer 

can be unsettling in the wake of the near-constant hullabaloo 
earlier in the season. The other day as dusk was falling, 
the deep stillness was almost palpable. Soon, however, the 
crickets and katydids began their evening chorus, reminding 
me that summer’s music hadn’t died—Mother Nature was 
simply composing a new medley.

The two- or three-beat song of the katydid 
is a quintessential sound of late summer. 
Occasionally, the isolated notes of a solitary 
katydid reaches our ears, “Cha-cha! Cha-
Cha!” Often though, the symphony from an 
orchestra-full of the thumb-sized, lime-green 
insects produces an overlapping barrage of 
repetitive, pulsating beats that sound more 
like, “Katy-did, Katy-didn’t…” 

No voice box needed—the male katydid 
“sings” with wings to attract a mate! A 
serrated ridge, called a file, runs across the 

base of the left wing, just behind the head. A nub on the right 
wing lines up opposite the file. Like a fiddler wielding a bow, 
the katydid draws the wing bases together, passing the nub 
over the file to create a percussive scratchy buzz. His iconic 
song gets amplified by a wing patch similar to the skin on 
a banjo. Incredibly, some katydid species can strum over 
one hundred times per second! Also amazing is that female 
katydids hear these love songs through specialized nerves in 
their legs.

As you enjoy the rest of your summer, be sure to tune in to the 
late season soundtrack!

DID YOU KNOW?

Did you know that the Homer Men and Boys Store in 
Homer was started as an Army surplus store? Founder 

Roland “Frog” Fragnoli immigrated to the United States 
from Castleforte, Italy in 1941, along with his mother and 
brother. They moved to Commando Avenue in Cortland, 
joining extended family who had already settled in 
Cortland’s East End. Frog was enrolled in school but since 
he could only speak Italian, he struggled in his classes and 
decided to quit to join the military. After eight years of 
military service, he returned to New York. His brother had 
an Army/Navy store in Geneva, and Frog worked with him 
there, but he wanted his own business, so he sought out a 
location in Homer. He secured a storefront at the corner 
of Pine and Main Streets and opened his own Army/Navy 
store in 1951.

Over the ensuing decades, the store 
morphed from an army surplus store 
into a family clothing and footwear store 
as army surplus goods became more 
difficult to stock. Frog’s business acumen 
was always spot on; from his decision to 
carry clothing for the whole family, to 
expansions to increase square footage and 
inventory, and to developing an internet 
storefront as early as 2001, he created an 
extraordinarily successful business that 
transcends its brick and mortar storefront 
to serve customers all over the world.
