ON OCTOBER 6TH, WE ENJOYED the first of three consecutive
super moons with the glorious rising of the full Harvest
Moon. Super moons occur when a full moon coincides with
its closest approach to the Earth. As a result, super moons can
appear especially large on the evenings before, during, and
after their rise date. You can observe the next super moon on
November 5%, with the rising of the Beaver Moon; then, on
December 4%, the Cold Moon caps off the year with a super
lunar finale.

Various Native American groups had different names for full
moons throughout the year that reflected the activities of
animals and other seasonal signs at the time of their rising.
For example, in addition to the Beaver Moon, other names for
November’s full moon include the Digging Moon, the Frost
Moon, and Moon When All Is Gathered In. December’s Cold
Moon is also called the Long Night Moon, the Bitter Moon,
and the Snow Moon. Pondering the inspiration behind these
enchanting names makes them all the more beautiful, as
does the realization that we are the modern day witnesses to
Nature’s timeless, seasonal rhythms.

CORTLAND COUNTY HISTORICAL
SOCIETY TRIVIA

DID YOU KNOW?

IN 1976, TaE UNITED STATES celebrated its 200th anniversary,
and communities all over the nation found ways to
commemorate the occasion. Cortland County was no
exception, and in addition to fireworks, parades, and
celebrations held throughout the county, a special item
handcrafted by more than fifty men and women contributed to
the historical record of our county’s history. Did you know that
there was an American Bicentennial quilt made to celebrate
our nation’s 200th birthday, while also memorializing
Cortland County’s history?

In May of 1975, a public meeting was held to gauge interest
and to recruit volunteers for a commemorative project for the
United States Bicentennial. The idea to create a quilt was that
of former Cortland County Historian Shirley Heppell. County
historians were asked to submit three suggestions for a theme
for their town or village. It could be a significant person,
place, or event. With the help of quilting instructor Frances
Armstrong of Scott, Shirley was able to recruit and coordinate
quilters from all over the county to complete this quilt in just
over ayear.

In the end, the design chosen was simply a map of the county
with each town sharing something significant from its past.
Each block was constructed as one piece with top, batting,
and back. The quilting was done for each individual block
and then the completed blocks were sewn together to make
the whole. Typically, a quilt top is assembled, then batting
is added, and the back is added. Quilting is done at the end.
The finished Cortland County Bicentennial quilt measures
71” X 89” and the names of the artists and crafts-persons are
embroidered on the back.

This one-of-a-kind quilt was entrusted to the care of the
Cortland County Historical Society and will be displayed in
an exhibit at CCHS in 2026 when the United States turns 250.
