WHAT’S WAGGING THE DOG?

A lengthy study looking at over forty species of animals 
revealed that the domestic dog wagged its tail most 

often. But exactly why do dogs wag their tails? The seemingly 
obvious answer is that they’re happy; but there’s more to 
wagging tails than meets the eye. 

Tail wagging in dogs began as a means of communication with 
other dogs, which we know from studying wolves and other 
wild canines; yet, tail wagging is far less common in wolves 
than in domestic dogs, and dog puppies wag their tails at an 
earlier age than wolf pups do. Tail wagging appears to be a 
more specialized means of communication in man’s best 
friend.

Most experts agree that when dogs wag their tails, they are 
communicating different emotions better interpreted based 
on the carriage of their tail as well as the speed and even the 
rhythm of the wag—subtleties that might make the difference 
between, “Yippee! You’re back home!” and “I’m considering 
attacking you.” 

Indeed, dogs use their tails to communicate signals beyond 
happiness to people and other dogs. A stiff, upright tail 
can display dominance; a tail held horizontally may signal 

neutrality; a lowered tail often reflects timidity; hyperactive 
wagging imbues excitement; and a slow-wagging tail 
communicates ambivalence. Furthermore the pattern of tail 
wagging can relay specific things. For example, the “circle 
wag” (when a dog’s tail sweeps around like a helicopter blade) 
expresses elation. Research even suggests that dogs wag their 
tail with a “bias” to the left or right based on whether they are 
experiencing positive or negative emotions. 

One veterinary physiologist suggests that tail-wagging in dogs 
is similar to people gesturing with their hands while talking. 
Imagine that!

DID YOU KNOW?

Triplets! People are always fascinated with multiples, and 
triplets Alice, Clara, and Estanna Boyce lived their lives 

under the curious eyes of the public from the time they were 
born. Triplets are a rare occurrence, and for all three children 
to survive was miraculous in the early twentieth century. 

The Boyce Triplets were born in Locke on November 17, 1915. 
Their parents were Henry F. and Florence Boyce, and the girls 
grew up at 6 John Street in Cortland, a street which no longer 
exists. It was located between Loope Street and the hospital. 

The Boyce Triplets attended the Cortland Normal School, 
and the festivities for their fourteenth birthday were four 
days that year! On Thursday, a club at school hosted a supper 
for the girls, and on Friday, Alice and Clara threw a surprise 
party for Estanna (such good sisters!). Saturday Misses Cora 
and Rena Doyle entertained the girls, and on Sunday, their 
parents had a party for them. 

People found it difficult to tell the girls apart because they not 
only looked alike but also dressed alike. Based on the photos 
we have, it is unclear if the girls were identical, but it doesn’t 
appear that they were.

Alice, Clara, and Estanna were part of the White Ribbon 
Recruits of the Women’s Christian Temperance Union 
(WCTU), an organization which was dedicated to abstinence 
from alcohol. The Boyce Triplets attended church at the 
Homer Avenue Methodist Church, and some of their 
recitations were done there. They were also part of the Senior 
King’s Heralds group at the church, and at one time, the 
sisters were president, secretary, and treasurer of the group. 

Alice Boyce remained unmarried and was 98 when she died 
in Maryland. She spent her life as an ordained minister, 
a librarian, and a special ed teacher. Clara Boyce married 
Edward Camp, had two children, and remained in the 
Cortland area. She died when she was just 53. Estanna Boyce 
married Lawrence J. Barrett of Syracuse, had seven children, 
and was a homemaker. She moved to Kentucky and died when 
she was 84.
