As TAXPAYERS ORGANIZE TAX DOCUMENTS for the 2025 tax year,
significant changes in place for both individuals and
businesses. These changes stem from inflation adjustments
and new provisions under the One Big Beautiful Bill Act
(OBBBA) that was signed into law on July 4th. Here are a few
highlights:

For Individuals:

e Higher Standard Deductions: Singles can claim
$15,750, Heads of Household $23,625, and Married Filing
Jointly $31,500.

e Tax Brackets Adjusted: Taxable income within each
of the federal 10%, 12%, 22%, 24%, 32%, 35% and 37% tax
brackets have been expanded.

¢ New Deductions: Workers can deduct up to $25,000 in
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tips, $12,500 in overtime pay (or $25,000 for joint filers),
and $10,000 in car loan interest for qualifying vehicles.
Seniors 65+ receive an extra $6,000 deduction. These
deductions phaseout at certain income limits.

e Expanded SALT Cap: State and local tax (SALT)
deductions increase to $40,000 for joint filers, with
income-based phase-outs.

Credits Updated: Child Tax Credit rises to $2,200 per
child under 17. Adoption credit jumps to $17,280. Clean
energy credits for EVs and home improvements expired
after September 2025.

For Businesses:
e Section 179 Deduction: Increased to $2.5 million, with

phase-outs starting at $4 million.

100% deduction reinstated
permanently for qualifying property. Just be aware that
New York State does not allow bonus depreciation.

e Bonus Depreciation:

¢ QBI Deduction: The up to 20% pass-through deduction
remains in place.

¢ Interest Expense Rules: Adjusted to allow more
flexibility for larger businesses.

These are just a few of the changes in tax law that create
opportunities for many individuals and small businesses
to save on their income taxes. The OBBBA Tax Act has even
more changes for 2026 through 2028 tax years.

DID YOU KNOW?

ID YOU KNOW THAT THERE is a monument in Cincinnatus
Dthat is dedicated to a building? It looks like a gravestone
and is situated where the iconic Cincinnatus Alhambra once
stood before it was destroyed by a fire on July 19, 1988.

The Alhambra was built in 1912 for Cincinnatus businessmen
Charles Gardner and Henry Taft. Its original purpose was
threefold. The first floor was a feed store for Gardner and
Taft, the second floor held two apartments, and the third floor
was a public hall with an auditorium and stage. The latter
was used by the community for everything from basketball
games to graduation ceremonies, plays, music programs, and
moving pictures. Over the years, the first floor held a variety of
businesses after the feed store, including alaundromat, liquor
store, bar, restaurant, and dance hall. It was a true community
landmark, giving the citizens of Cincinnatus a place to gather
for all manner of community and personal milestones.

The Alhambra was witness to nearly a century of town
celebrations as well as tragedies, and it seems only fitting that
the building was memorialized by a monument to document
its importance to the Cincinnatus community.
