DID YOU KNOW?

Did you know that in the summer of 1938, a sixteen year 
old boy from Cortland hitchhiked 6,000 miles? Edward 

Thompson left Cortland on a big adventure with the blessing 
of his parents, Roscoe and Nina, and the goal of the trip was to 
reach Santa Rosa, New Mexico. Friends of the family, Mr. and 
Mrs. Nathan Freutcher had moved from their work at the fish 
hatchery at Gracie to the one in Santa Rosa, and they would 
welcome young Edward for a visit. 

He left with just $1.10 in his pocket! That translates to $25.28 
today, and he was out of money by his third day on the road, so 
he worked for his meals. This was a pretty good system for him, 
though he found that in the South, folks were not as inclined to 
help a Yankee, and he went without food at times. In St. James, 
Missouri, Thompson worked digging tiff ore for a week until a 
strike ended that job. When he got his pay, it was just enough to 
cover his meals. 

In Texas, he hopped on a train with a couple of other young 
men, but one of them fell off the train and severed an arm. There 
was no way for Edward and his other companion to help him 
without hurting themselves, but luckily, they were near a city, 
and people rushed to the aid of the unfortunate youngster. 

Thompson reported that some highlights of the trip were 
swimming in the Rio Grande and finding 30-40 arrowheads to 
add to his collection of about 600. Thompson fared a little better 
on his return trip, and overall, his adventure lasted about five 
weeks.  Edward got back with time to spare before beginning his 
second year at Cortland High School in September.

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CREATURE FEATURE
IN PRAISE OF OLDER 

ELEPHANTS

Elephants are slow-maturing, long-lived animals that 
can survive up to 70 years in the wild. They are socially 

complex creatures, living in herds where individuals as well 
as the greater group benefit from senior members. Elephants 
rely on their elders for knowledge and leadership. In fact, the 
removal of just two or three older herd members can threaten 
the well-being of entire families and even populations. 

There is a strong matriarchal component to this dynamic. 
Female elephants reproduce well into old age, and calves 
born to older mothers have a significantly higher chance of 
surviving their first year than those with younger mothers. 
Furthermore, aged female elephants generally exhibit 
increased social and ecological knowledge. Their better 
judgement and discriminatory abilities translate to improved 
survival and success for the herd. Elephants seem to recognize 
this fact, as they will run to the herd’s matriarch when they 
feel threatened.

Meanwhile, there is also a strong correlation between 
reproductive success and older male elephants. Males reach 
peak reproduction between 40-55 years of age and may remain 
reproductively active at age 60. Individuals that survive to old 
age achieve high ranking within the herd and father many 
offspring. Young male elephants show a keen interest in these 
special elders -- watching and imitating their actions, which 
helps develop their education and socialization skills.
