CREATURE FEATURE
DON'T BLAME THE TOADS

OU’VE LIKELY HEARD IT SAID that if you pick up a toad, you

might “catch warts.” Let’s shatter this myth once and for
all! Warts on people occur when a human virus comes into
contact with skin, causing an infection—so don’t blame the
toads.

Nevertheless, handling toads can cause some skin irritation,
as all those “warty” bumps on their bodies are actually glands
containing a noxious liquid that toads secrete when they feel
threatened. Thisis their firstline of defense against predators.
The milky secretion is sticky, foul tasting, and—in some species
of toads including the cane toad and Colorado River toad—can
be highly toxic, capable of causing severe illness, seizures,
heart failure and death in dogs and cats within minutes.

Rest assured, however, that our region’s common native
species, the American toad (Anaxyrus americanus), possesses
only a mild, non-lethal toxin meant to discourage predators
rather than kill them. While certain animals, such as snapping
turtles and opossums, can usually safely eat toads due to their
high tolerance for such toxins, people should thoroughly wash
their hands after handling toads—not for fear of getting warts,
but to prevent possible skin or eye irritation.

DID YOU KNOW?

HE CORTLAND COoUNTY FAIR USED to be much larger than the

fair which we know today as the Cortland County Junior
Fair. It was held in the same area, but the grounds were more
extensive and included exhibit buildings, a large midway, a
grandstand, and a racetrack where horses from across the
continent were brought to compete. Did you know that there
are two racehorses buried at the racetrack?

Thomas Jefferson, Jr. was a black stallion from Trenton,
Canada, and on June 30, 1881, he competed in his last race at
the Cortland track. He took the first two races, but his driver
felt he was “out of condition” and refused to drive him in the
fifth race. Another driver substituted, and later that night, the
stallion died from spasm of the diaphragm. He was buried the
next day in the northeast corner of the track. Donations were

raised from admirers of the ill-fated steed, and a fence was
erected to mark his grave.

Marion Mills was a mare from Oshkosh, Wisconsin, and her
last race occurred on August 26, 1898. Her owner had been
guaranteed $100 for every mile she paced, but her trainer
did not believe the track was in any condition for the mare to
run. Better judgement was discarded, and Marion Mills was
sent out to the track where she would stumble and fall. This
resulted in her death the following day. Marion Mills, “the
guideless wonder,” was buried on a bed of straw near the east
end of the track. She was covered with blankets, and a copy of
Black Beauty was placed under her head.

These tragedies were remembered for decades afterward, and
eventually, the racetrack disappeared, leaving only wisps of
memories behind, until finally, they also vanished.
